“Look!” I can remember hearing that so many times when our 
kids were small. Sometimes they had discovered something 
new. Sometimes they had done something they thought was 
amazing. Sometimes they just needed to know I was interested 
and paying attention. They might have been diving into the 
pool for the first time or proud of a paper they brought home 
from school. There are other times for all of us that we have 
those “look” moments. We might do a double take or rewind 
the television” to see if we just saw what we thought we saw. It 
could be the incredible or even unexplainable things that bring 
this reaction in us. 
 

After His crucifixion the followers of Jesus were probably devas-
tated. Their leader, teacher and friend was gone. Even though 
He had tried to prepare them for this moment, they struggle to 
understand. When Mary and Mary went to the tomb that morn-
ing, their plan was for the normal tasks done after a death. 
They did not expect to find an empty tomb. Instead of the life-
less body of their savior, they found an angel who told them to 
“come and see.” Look! They reacted with both fear and joy. 
 

2000 years after that resurrection morning, the tomb is still 
empty. His resurrection gives us hope and joy today. The angel 
told them to go and share the news of the empty tomb. We can 
share that same news to bring joy and hope to our world. He is 
risen; come and see!
